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Biography of Laurence Hutton

Laurence Hutton was literary editor of the "Literary Notes' Department at Har per's Magazine from 1886 to
1898. In 1897, Hutton received an honorary M.A. from Princeton University, and from 1901 to hisdeath in
1904 he was alecturer on English at Princeton.

Description

The collection consists of several hundred photographs removed from 11 photograph abums, compiled by
Hutton. Included are numerous portraits of prominent 19th-century artists and literary, political, and historical
figures, as well as photographs from Hutton's "literary pilgrimages’ to the homes, gravesites, and monuments of
significant authors. [Boxes 6 and 7 contain the empty, origina albums.]
